Emory QUEST Course to Explore Financial Crisis with Economics Department Chair

: ATLANTA, Ga. —August 14, 2009— Emory QUEST welcomes economics professor Dr. Hashem Dezhbakhsh to offer his insights into the continuing financial crisis. In the class The Financial Crisis: Market Volatility, the Bailout, and Prospects for the U.S. Economy, Dezhbakhsh will explore the cause and effects of the financial crisis, as well as ways to mitigate its effects. 
Dezhbakhsh will cover a variety of topics over the span of the course, including the mortgage market, the Federal government’s actions, and the credit crunch in the banking system. After covering the roots of the problem, he will lead students in examing proposed remedies, reforms and the economic outlook for the U.S. Finally, the class will discuss strategies individuals can use to guard against the adverse effects of this historic crisis.
“We will uncover the sources of the recent crisis, using an intuitive and non-technical approach. The approach emphasizes cutting through the jargon and getting to the main issues . I am hopeful that once you take this class, you will never look at the economy in the same way,” says Dezhbakhsh.
Dezhbakhsh is a professor of economics and chair of the Economics Department at Emory University. Additionally, he has taught at Ohio State University, Purdue University, and University of Cape Town. His articles have appeared in leading economic journals, and his research has been cited in publications such as Newsweek, USA Today, and The New York Times. Dezhbakhsh is a recipient of the Emory University’s Williams Distinguished Teaching Award and Cuttino Mentorship Award.
This class meets on Wednesdays, from October 21 to November 11, 7 to 9 pm. Tuition is $350.
